Wall Base Molding and Quarter Round

Leave a gap between the wall and

the floor as suggested by the manufacturer
of the floor, but no more than 1/2" to allow
the molding to sit on the floor!
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Step 1

Apply two beads of adhesive on the back side of Wall
the molding as shown in the picture and then

gently press against the wall and support it with

something heavy until it has cured so that it

will not pop off the wall.

Quarter Round and attach it to the Wall Base
Molding and support it with a heavy object until
the adhesive has cured so it won't pop off the
Wall Base Molding.
